					(Adapted from process used by VIODA at ASC)

For ASC RIB's and equipment used on day

1. Wash down with soapy water RIB tops, handles, any boat and raced management equipment used , then hose spray off. Do this on gravel area in front of boatyard to left of Aisle closest to clubhouse. 
Use washup gloves for wash down and disinfectant.

2. Mix a 5:1 ratio of disinfectant to cold water in pump bottle
Pump until pressurised - about 20 pumps depending on level of fluid

3. Spray tiller and throttle, choke, kill switch, lift handle, lowering lever, fuel bulb etc.
spray tops of tubes and attached paddles where these may have been held or had hands placed (all tops and sides) Spray RIB handles. 

4. Remove excess fluid with disinfectant wipes over all parts sprayed with fluid.

5. Replace RIB cover and move into storage
Finally wipe trailer handle, touched area on front of RIB and rope.

6. Wash gloves in disinfectant water, and leave out to dry on a RIB handle.

Club premises
1. Working back from furthest boatyard gate Ensure each gate is locked.
Take packet of disinfectant wipes and wipe the gate handles and locks (all 3 gates)

2. Toilets Open door of both sets of toilets. Wipe light switches, toilet door handles (inside & out), basin taps. Close door and wipe handles.
Wipe lock and handles of sliding cage door and foyer connecting door. (final wipes as if removing fingerprints from a crime scene!)

3. Wipe the bannisters on the stairs and tops of used tables. 

4. Tower handles and items inside Tower is responsibility of Tower crew.
Galley door and inside galley is responsibility of Galley crew.

5. Check Sign On/Sign Off sheets to ensure 2 or more blank ones behind incomplete top one for people who come in coming days.
Apply disinfectant wipes to used pens and place clean pens in unused pens tin. 

6. Lastly wipe green button, main door handles and the outside handles and take the last wipe with you.
